A powerful wine rich and soft in texture. The silky palate oozes sweet mixed berry 
conserve, „rum and raisin‟, white chocolate & spicy vanillin oak, finished with a 
balanced explosion of spice, crisp acid & soft elegant tannin length. The bead on 
the wine is fine and persistent, indicative of its high quality.
