Appearance:  
Deep rich red with dark cherry rim. 

Bouquet:  
Spicy cinnamon and cloves with a hint of tobacco leaf, red cherry, milk chocolate 
and smoky toast. 

Palate:  
A soft, rich, balanced blend of strawberry, red cherry and blood plum fruit flavours, 
complemented by a dark cherry and vanilla mid palate, and the end palate lingers 
with luscious dark chocolate. This ripe, juicy and elegant blend of Shiraz and 
Cabernet Sauvignon finishes with crisp acid and soft tannins, leaving the palate 
clean, refreshed and looking for the next sip
